Grass, leaves and tree branches collected from private property can be disposed as a regular Burnable Waste

Collection without any charge if disposed properly in compliance with the following rules.

[The Size]

sk Tree branches - Please bundle the branches tightly. An individual branch must be less than 10cm in diameter,

a bundle must be less than 50cm in length and a diameter of 30cm or less.
sk Grass/Leaves - please put into transparent or translucent bags with a capacity of 45 liters or less.
(Sand and stones should be excluded as much as possible.)

[The Quantity to trash out]

% Up to 6 bundles or bags (combined) will be accepted in one collection day.
~ If tree branches larger than the above standard bundle of 50cm, individual branch larger than 10cm in

diameter, dispose of them as oversized trash by making appointment for collection (®042-570-7733),
or direct carry-in to the Recycling Center.

~ What was meant to be a "trial" turned out to be a "subscription purchase"!
We have received many consultations about problems with online shopping, such as health foods and
cosmetics. The customer saw an advertisement for a "trial price" or "90% off the first purchase" and ordered
the product with the intention of ordering only once. But in reality it was a "subscription purchase" that
became more expensive the second time around.
[Example]
When I was watching a video site, I saw an advertisement for a supplement that said, "Try it now for only
JPY 1,000" and thinking it was cheap. So I accessed the site and made the purchase. The product was
delivered immediately, but one month later I received two sets of the same product and a bill for JPY 20,000
was enclosed, so I realized for the first time that it was a subscription purchase. I really want to cancel the
subscription.
[Consumer Affairs Center’'s Respond]
The Act on Specified Commercial Transactions requires that the "final confirmation screen" of online shopping
sites indicate the details of the contract (product quantity, selling price, time and method of payment,
delivery time, method of return or cancellation and application period if there is a deadline) and also prohibits
misleading representations to the consumer.
In this case, the contract was written in small letters and displayed in a difficult-to-find place, so the
consumer requested the seller to cancel the contract for the second and subsequent times.
[Advice for preventing problems]
When placing an order on the Internet, carefully check the contents of the product, the price, and
cancellation conditions on the "Final Confirmation Screen.

V¥ Is the product being purchased on a subscription basis?
Vv If it is a subscription purchase, is there a period or number of times it must be continued?
¥ What is the total amount to be paid?
V¥ Is there a cancellation or return policy?
