Consultant ordered a circulator fan advertised on a video-sharing site because it was cheap. Consultant paid
cash on delivery, opened the package, and found the color and shape differed from the advertise ~ it was a
shoddy product. Consultant tried calling the seller to return it for getting a refund, but unable to get through.
What should consultant do?

HEEERE 2 —DORIG

[Consumer Affairs Center Response]

We advised the consultant to try contacting the delivery company for their contact information. When the
Center contacted the seller, an announcement was made instructing them to inquire via email. We relayed this
to the consultant and also contacted the seller via email. However, no response was received, and the matter
remained unresolved.
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[Tips for Avoiding Trouble]

O If you feel even slightly suspicious, don't place an order!
Be wary if the item is extremely cheap compared to market prices, heavily discounted, or heavily promoted
as a bargain. Also, if the Japanese font or expressions on the sales site seem odd, the payment method is
"cash on delivery only", it's often a case of counterfeit or poor-quality goods.

O Refuse delivery if you don't recognize the sender!
It could be a scam where items are sent to your address without your consent. Refuse delivery for any
packages you don't recognize. Establish rules within your family, such as "Don't accept packages you don't
recognize" to avoid accidentally paying for them.

O Always verify the seller's information is displayed!
Carefully check beforehand whether the seller's address and contact details are correctly listed and if the
business is actually located at the stated address. With cash-on-delivery, you pay the fee, receive the
package, and only then you can open it to inspect.
Getting refunds or returns after payment is often extremely difficult.
Be cautious—thoroughly check the seller's information on the site before placing an order.
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
