Eco : "Did you know, Eco, that planes can fly using used cooking oil”?

Cool: I know well. Using used cooking oil to make SAF* aviation fuel and flying planes with
it can reduce CO. emissions by 60 to 80 percent.

Eco : Wow! But how can it cut CO. emissions that much?

Cool: Aviation fuel made from petroleum emits CO. both during production and when flown.On the other
hand, plants absorb CO. from the air during photosynthesis to grow. Oil extracted from those
plants is used as cooking oil, and burning used oil releases CO.. Since this is part of a "CYCLE" of
absorbing and releasing CO:, it's thought that globally, CO: levels don't increase, reducing the
environmental burden.

Eco: If all planes started flying on SAF, it would be incredibly kind to the Earth!

Cool: Yeah, that's right. Internationally, the goal seems to be replacing “10%" of aviation fuel with SAF by
2030. Cooperation from local governments and companies is also growing rapidly. In Tokyo, as part
of the [Tokyo Fry to Fly Project], they collected 1.24 million liters of used oil from restaurants and
food factories, producing about 990,000 liters of SAF.

Eco: That's amazing! I want to help with the collection too!

Cool: Hamura City has collection boxes at the city hall and recycling center. I hope everyone knows about
them.

Eco: Let's go drop off some oil right now!

Cool: Make sure to bring it in a PET bottle with a tight-fitting lid!

A credit card company billed me for JPY100,000 for a charge I don't recognize. When I asked the card
company, they said it was a charge from a platform provider (like Google or Apple). When I contacted the
platform provider, they explained it was for a game purchase, but I don't remember using it. What should
I do now?

[Consumer Affairs Center Response] H&4EFtL42—DOxG

We advised the consumer to immediately request the credit card company to suspend the card.
Additionally, the Center contacted the platform provider to explain the situation and requested an
investigation to have the charge withdrawn as fraudulent. As a result, the fraudulent use was
acknowledged, and the charge was later withdrawn.

[Advice for Preventing Trouble] FSTBLEDT KiXA R

O Regularly review your statements. You may be charged for services you subscribed to long ago, or for
card service fees due to terms changes.

O Beware of phishing scams that steal card information! Scammers send emails or SMS pretending to be
legitimate businesses, directing you to fake sites to steal your card details.

O Manage smartphone accounts securely. Strictly manage accounts linked to your credit card
information. Reusing passwords or leaving accounts logged in poses risks.

O Contact your card company immediately if you see unfamiliar charges. Don't ignore them just because
they seem unfamiliar. Contact your card company right away. Phone lines may be busy, but
persistence is key. If you feel uneasy, consult your local consumer affairs center promptly!
